The Universe consists of everything in space, and space itself. It is unimaginably large,
constantly changing and getting larger all the time. The Universe is everything that exists - from the
smallest creatures on Earth to the largest, distant structures in space. The Universe is also an active
place. Everything in it follows a life cycle, whether it is a human who lives 70-80 years, or a star for 10
billion years. The process is continual as each object in the Universe is born, lives and then dies.

Our planet seems important and large compared to a human being that lives upon it. Yet the
Earth is a tiny speck when compared to the rest of the Universe. The Earth is one of nine planets
orbiting the star called Sun. There are more stars than anything else in the Universe. It is impossible to
count them but we can estimate there are at least 100 billion.

The Sun, like all other stars, is a glowing sphere of hot gas. It is a fairly average, medium hot,
yellow star which, along with billions more, makes up a galaxy. This vast spiral-shaped grouping of
stars is our home galaxy, The Milky Way. With about 30 others it forms a cluster of galaxies in space.
Together they are called the Local Group. All over the Universe are many more clusters of galaxies
which in turn are arranged in superclusters.

The Sun dominates the Solar System. It is the largest and the most massive object made of over
95% of all the Solar System material. The rest objects orbit the Sun. These are 9 planets, billions of
asteroids and comets.

This remake of the classic movie was directed by Peter Jackson and was released in 2005. It
stars Jack Black as a filmmaker pursuing his dream to make a film about a giant ape. Black convinces
an actress (played by Naomi Watts) to come with him to an island of giant creatures to shoot the film
and more or less kidnaps a writer (Adrien Brody) for the trip.

The special effects are nothing short of staggering, only to be expected of the director of The
Lord of the Rings. Watch out for the dinosaur stampede in which the dinosaurs fill the screen,
tumbling and falling as the film crew try to avoid them. It is a classic piece of modern film-making.

It’s not only the special effects which make the film though, as the performances meet the high
standards you’d expect throughout. Watts deserves special mention for her scenes with the giant ape
and Brody is just right to play the part of the writer caught up in the adventure. Jackson does a great
job of portraying Kong’s animal instincts as well as the ape’s more human side.

Some have criticised the film for being overlong as it clocks in at just over three hours. This is
due in part to the opening part of the film; taking more than an hour to reach the island and Kong may
prove too long for younger viewers. Once the island is reached though, there is guaranteed fun for all
the family.
