Modern Globalization
Globalization describes an ongoing process when regional economies, societies and cultures have become through networks of exchange.
The term is sometimes used to refer specifically to economic globalization: the integration of national economies into the international economy through trade, foreign direct
capital flows, migration, and the spread of technology.

However, globalization is usually considered to appear due to a combination of economic, sociocultural, political and biological factors.

Globalization is largely the result of planning by politicians to break down borders which prevent trade. That increases prosperity and and decreases the chance of
future war.
